Introduction 
 
This letter serves as an addendum to the noise impact study1 for the above 
referenced quarry extension project.  This report addendum addresses the revised 
sequence of operations as shown in the attached Figure. 
 
In general, the recommended noise controls listed in the noise impact study remain 
valid with the exception of the following: 
 
1) Acoustical Shielding to the West for operation in Phase 1 lands 
 

An acoustic barrier in the form of an earth berm, acoustic fence, or combination 
of these positioned on the West side of the Phase 5 lands should be erected 
prior to extraction operation in the Phase 1 lands as shown in the attached figure 
and should remain for the duration of the quarry operations. 

 
2) Acoustic Shielding to the South for operation in Phase 2, 3 and 4a lands  

 
Construct an earth berm on the Phase 2, 3 and 4a lands as required along their 
respective South boundaries to achieve a minimum top elevation of 3m above 
the elevation of the deposit  upon which the rock drill operates.
